Most cities of the South, quite often planned by the colonial powers according to military principles, lack a proper culture of balanced urban composition and suitable services. Even today, newly planned settlements follow a grid-iron plan with an access system following the rules of car-based transportation system and individual one-family plots – even where the vast majority of residents do not own a car and isolation of the individual is considered a punishment culturally. Technically realistic and culturally sensitive design guidelines are not available – especially in the more progressive participatory bottom-up urban planning processes gaining more ground every day. This course will provide basic principles and successful examples of such an approach.
