Low-income housing in the Developing World is rarely designed by professional architects nor constructed by experienced companies. Therefore, architects normally bother about design requirements for this kind of clientele, and the topic tends to be ignored in the curriculum of architectural schools. However, in the process of ongoing participation and public-private partnerships, bottom-up initiatives fighting for better housing co-operate with Non-Governmental Organizations and decentralized local authority bodies (and planners). This course attempts to provide a simple and well illustrated set of design guidelines for high-quality, low-income housing.
