While urban development in Europe is marked by shrinking cities in many cases, developing countries are struggling with rapid city growth which causes serious social, logistical and ecological problems. Some countries have tries more or less successful counter-urbanization policies while others consider the formation of Mega Cities as a key towards a successful economy and hence national wealth. Planners are left with the task of managing city growth, and have developed various sets of strategy responses that periodically follow fashion-like cycles of changing paradigms.
The objective of the lecture series is to provide an overview over urban development patterns and both - orthodox and innovative - city planning approaches in different world regions. Case studies will illustrate theoretical issues along with the following provisional programme:
